Animal Transport In December 2023, the European Commission published a 
legislative proposal amending the rules on the protection of 
animals during transport and related operations. The 
regulation will cover the transport of aquatic animals (fish, 
cephalopods and decapods). At the 28 March 2025 meeting, 
a DG SANTE representative delivered a presentation of the 
legislative proposal. It was agreed, as an action point, that 
draft advice on the topic would be developed.
